Office of

Prisons and Public Charities Robert Newton Tooker Royal Society of Medicine (Great Britain) Indiana

in plato s cratylus which dates to 360 b c socrates alludes to the use of signs by deaf people in his natural history completed in 79 a d

pliny the elder alludes to quintus pedius the deaf son of a roman consul who had to seek permission from caesar augustus to pursue his

training as an artist during the renaissance scores of deaf people achieved fame throughout europe and by the middle of the 17th century

the talents and communication systems of deaf people were being studied by a variety of noted scientists and philosophers however the
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role of deaf people in society has always been hotly debated could they be educated should they be educated if so how how does deaf

culture exist  within larger  communities  what  do advances in  the technology and the genetics  of  hearing loss  portend for  deaf

communities in this landmark volume a wide range of international experts present a comprehensive and accessible overview of the

diverse field of deaf studies language and education pairing practical information with detailed analyses of what works why and for

development may differ markedly from hearing children the author here details those potential differences giving special attention to

how the psychological development of deaf children is affected by their interpersonal communication with parents peers and teachers

this careful and balanced consideration of existing evidence and research provides a new psychological perspective on deaf children and

deafness while debunking a number of popular notions about the hearing impaired in light of recent findings concerning manual

communication parent child interactions and intellectual and academic assessments of hearing impaired children the author has forged

an integrated understanding of social  language and cognitive development as they are affected by childhood deafness empirical

evaluations of deaf children s intellectual and academic abilities are stressed throughout the psychological development of deaf children

will be of great interest to students teachers and researchers studying deafness and how it relates to speech and hearing developmental

alternative strategies for teaching deaf children more recently investigators have recognized the need for a diverse approach to language

and language learning advances in technology cognitive science linguistics and the social sciences have alternately led and followed

changes in theory and practice resulting in a changing landscape for deaf and hard of hearing individuals and those connected to them
